Special materials and/or construction techniques you offer which can add value to your cues?

Well, there are so many, but I will speak about the ones I think make a difference.  All my pointed cues utilize milled V-groove point construction.  All cues are weighted using the various hardwoods for their weight properties to determine the final weight of the cue.  All woods are dipped in a liquid stabilizer multiple times, as well as all parts being turned more than a dozen times each, with the shaft wood being turned a minimum of 24 times.  All of the fronts of my cues are cored with hard rock maple, or laminated hard rock maple before the points are cut in.  The points are then spliced in, and the front is turned down to final size before the front is joined to the handle.  Both flat & radially laminated handles are utilized in all level 2 cues or higher.  These materials, and the processes they go through provide greater stability and assures us that there will be less warpage throughout the life of the cue.  I believe that the fronts being cored, coupled with the laminated handles, will provide a very strong, stable, consistent hitting platform to build cues from.  This brings the cues one step closer to having the same "hit," no matter the choice of woods.  Interchangeable shafts makes for convenience of selection and replacement.
